Football Foundation.   Berinsfield Football Club has entered into a Service Level Agreement 

Berinsfield Parish Council and the Football Foundation which was required prior to the Parish Council submitting an application for a grant to assist with the cost of professional maintenance of the football pitches.  A grant of £21,334 has been offered by the Football Foundation, payable over 6 years, but in order to be able to claim it, a minimum of two representatives from the organisation  (the Parish Council and the Football Club) have to complete a Grounds Management Association Level 1 Football Groundsmanship course (on-line) and evidence of completion has to be provided before the first grant payment will be released.   The Parish Council would like to know if anybody in the Football Club would be interested in completing the course.  In addition to this, it will be necessary to complete two pitchpower reports a year which will entail taking photographs of various areas on the pitches, taking samples of the roots in various areas etc. and uploading them on to the pitchpower system.   This can be done on a mobile ‘phone.   The Parish Council has completed one pitchpower report in order to qualify to apply for the grant, but it is not something that the Clerk wishes to do again.
The Parish Council has engaged Elite Turf Solutions to carry out the maintenance this year.  The first  treatment was carried out earlier this year and the second treatment will be carried out during the week commencing 25th September.   The Parish Council hope that you will have seen a difference in the pitches since the work was carried out.   The Parish Council had to pay for the first treatment and it is possible that the grant will not be available in time to pay for the second treatment, but hopefully if we can comply with the conditions, it will start in time for the treatment in 2024 and ongoing.

Floodlights.    The Parish Council is aware that the Football Club has obtained some flood lights and obviously wants to support the Club in allowing the young people to be able to train all year round.   However, the Parish Council would like clarification as to whether the flood lights are just being stored in the pavilion or are being charged in the pavilion.   At the present time they are not covered by the Parish Council’s building contents insurance and therefore should not be charged in the pavilion.   The Parish Council is also concerned about the cost of electricity as it does not have the specification of the lights and batteries.  The Committee is asked to discuss this matter.
